Extended Synopsis

seances of calling spirits. Susan and Olivia have always believed the dead are close, lingering 

somewhere beyond, waiting to be heard. Robert plays along, amused by their faith. To him, 

séances are just another thrill, a performance with no real consequences. 

They’ve tried before. Ouija boards. Calling out into the dark. 

Nothing ever answered. 

Until now. 

This time, they don’t just reach out—they cross a line. And something finally responds. And 

what comes through is not a single voice, but many. Screaming. Weeping. Seething. Spirits 

bound together by violent deaths, trapped in the moment of their suffering, desperate to be 

seen—and to make the living understand. 

And lurking among them is something far worse—a malevolent presence that feeds on their 

fear. 

The house becomes a prison; the friends realize the truth too late: the ritual didn’t summon the 

spirits into the house—it locked them all inside together.
